Concert Report

Part of the requirements of the class is that you attend one concert during the course of the class and write a report based on what you heard and saw.  Listed below are the report guidelines.

Concert Report Guidelines


Format:

1. One page, double spaced

2. Program attached to the report

3. Write out the complete name of each piece exactly as it is written in the program.


(Example:  Beethoven’s Piano Sonata No. 8 in C minor, Op. 13 “Pathétique”)

Purpose and Style 

The purpose of the report is to state what you, as a listener heard and observed during the concert.  You should be more concerned on how the music was performed rather than what the performers were wearing.  Try to connect what has been learned in class (genre, form and performance practice) and relate it to the performance.  Also, incorporate all the criteria stated in Bellman. Here are some questions to ask yourself about the performance that you can write about:

1. Was the music performed in the expected style (genre) and was there something unique or special that stood out?

2. Did the live performance help extenuate something about the music that wouldn’t be possible by listening to a recording? 

3. Correlate the music you heard with others in the same genre and compare there similarities and differences as well what has been discussed in class.
